Everyday language and high frequency wordsisthe
focus. However, the definitions are often disappointing. Too often they include only the most common translations. In
different contexts, the word would have a different meaning and a different translation. The binding is good and while
paperback, the dictionary will withstand alot of use.An appendix to the book contains 80 conjugated Portuguese
verbs. This could be a useful reference if the verbs were in alphabetical order. They seem to come in random order
within each conjugation (ar/er/ir), and no explanation of the order is given. On the other hand, within the dictionary
each Portuguese verb is followed by a number. That number corresponds to the number of the verb in the appendix
that follows the same format in the way it is conjugated in the various tenses. Thats a reasonable feature, but the
irregular verbs in the appendix should still appear in alphabetical order. Otherwise, there is no way to find them other
than turning pages in the appendix. Even when you do that, it is difficult. For example, if you are looking of an
irregular verb such as/ir/, which is not in the appendix, you keep turning pages trying to find it. When youve turned
every page, you dont know if its not there, or if you missed noticing it, so you turn them all again. Very frustrating!3
