Actually it depends on the
gender and number of the possessed noun, but the section does not say that. The section on Marathi pronunciation is
good.The dictionary section is not very good, it does not indicate the gender of each Marathi noun, it just says n for
noun, but it is usually obvious from the English translation that it is noun. The irregular verbs show no indication that
they areirregular, in this dictionary, much less provide the irregular forms. Likewise for English verbs thereisno
indication that they might be irregular. There is no pronunciation provided for English words, so that limits the
usefulness of the Phrasebook for speakers of Marathi, it is clearly designed for speakers of English only.5 of 6 people
found the following review helpful.
